On 9 February, a team of 7 Cadets from Port Elgin went to the Stratford Armoury for an Air Rifle Practice
and Inter-squadron Shooting Competition. The morning was spent sighting in the rifles. After lunch, the
Cadets followed a Zone Competition format (Cadet Corps/Squadrons can compete at three levels – Zone,
Provincial, National), firing at 2 targets (with 10 bulls) for a possible score of 200 (competition is 2 rounds
for a possible score of 400).

Despite not being able to practice, we scored 644 vs. 785 for Stratford (the lowest 2 scores were taken off
to give us team scores).

After the competition, the teams partook in a relay “race”- they had to walk in the Armoury. The Cadets
had to walk up a flight of stairs to the upper level, then down 4 flights to the basement and back up. They
then did 10 push ups, picked up there shooting equipment, approached the firing point and fired at metal
biathlon targets (they had 15 shots to hit the 5 targets – kind of difficult after the stair climb and push
ups!). We put forth a good attempt but were beaten once again by my old Alumni!

The team of 5 from the original 7 was selected to compete in the Zone shoot. Our Zone (#9) consists of 9
other Cadet Corps or Squadrons.

While unable to place in the top three, the Cadets had an enjoyable time.
