However,
veteran's welfare and assistance had been carried on since 1916. During the 1914-1918 war years as wounded veterans returned
home, women were asked to help with their recovery by visiting hospitals, sending parcels to the hospitalized and to needy
families. These ladies served the veterans and their dependents. Thus, our Ladies' Auxiliary unofficially became a reality! Ontario
Command have 292 Auxiliaries with 13,731 members.
