These House Rules are for the guidance of Members & Guests
while using Branch 340 Members’ Lounge and facilities

ADMISSION TO PREMISES

a. Admission to the Members’ Lounge is restricted to members of this Branch and their guests, Members of the
Ladies Auxiliary to this Branch and their guests, visiting Legion and L/A members from other Branches and
their guests

b. All serving members of the Canadian Forces are to be granted clubroom privileges

All members shall be required to show their card to prove membership when called upon to do so

d. Invited guests shall be signed in by a responsible member and such guests shall be on the premises at the
responsibility of the member and must leave the premises when the member leaves. Visiting Legion and
Auxiliary members must sign in

e. Any member of the RCL who is under suspension for any reason will not be granted entry into the Branch

CONDUCT OF MEMBERS & GUESTS

a. Hats are to be removed before entering the members' lounge except headwear recognized as religious
obligation and appropriate headware for medical issues; this is in respect of our fallen comrades

b. Loud talking, profanity, fighting, drunkenness and unwarranted intrusion upon other members is prohibited

c.  For the safety of our members & guests, no floor/shufMieboard wax is to be applied to the floor for dancing;
shoes must be worn at all times

b. Any complaint must be in writing, signed and delivered to the Branch Secretary and shall be dealt with in
accordance with the Legion General By-laws, Article ITI, where applicable

¢. Where a complaint has been documented in the steward’s diary, the seriousness of the incident will determine
the action to be taken
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GAMBLING

No gambling will be permitted contrary to the Criminal Code of Canada and the By-laws of The Royal
Canadian Legion

VEHICLES AND PARKING

The Legion cannot be responsible for any damage or theft relating to any vehicle parked on Legion property
Any person causing damage to vehicles parked on branch property shall be accountable and report to the
proper authority (bar steward and/or police)

All entrances to the building shall be kept clear

BAR REGULATIONS

All bottles, jugs and glasses shall be returned to the bar

Members shall vacate the premises ¥ hour after the bar closes at which time all unconsumed beverages shall
be returned to the bar

No person or member shall bring personal alcoholic beverages into the branch premises or property

. Age of majority cards must be produced on request

All games must cease 15 minutes before the bar is closed
Branch business hours and holiday hours will be set by the Executive Committee

PERSONAL PROPERTY

Branch 340 cannot be responsible for the loss or damage of personal property while under the members' or
guests' care while on legion premises

PETS NOT PERMITTED

No animals or pets of any nature shall be permitted in the branch except for service animals and those in
training for same

AUTHORITY

The bar stewards, President, Executive, Sgt at Arms or those appointed to act, are responsible for the conduct
of Members and guests while on branch property and are empowered to take any action they consider
necessary to protect the interests of the branch, including the calling of local police authorities to assist if
deemed necessary

Any member observing improper conduct or destruction of branch property, may lay a charge (complaint)
against another member(s) in writing to the Branch Secretary in accordance with the By-laws

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Legion BURSARY ASSISTANCE PROGRAM Legio\n,

ONTARIO COMMAND BURSARY PROGRAM
This program is designed to assist those students who enter a post secondary school
of education (including courses and programs of a technical and vocational nature)
and pursue the same course throughout their academic years (maximum of five
years),

Those who are eligible to receive a bursary are as follows:
- Ex-Service personnel or currently serving members of The Canadian Forces
(Regular, Reserve and Merchant Navy) and their children and grandchildren;
Commonwealth War Veterans and their children and grandchildren
- Ordinary and Life members of The Royal Canadian Legion and their
children and grandchildren (Current living members)
- Associste members of The Royal Canadian Legion and their children only
- Ladies' Auxiliary members and their children and grandchildren,
- Step Children and Step Grandchildren may be considered where applicable.

Students can apply up to § years, provided they are taking the same course of study.
A photocopy of the Veteran's discharge certificate or record of service must be
attached 1o the application. Service documents can be obtained from Library &
Archives Canada in Ottawa, Send a copy only. Proof of relationship is required.

Application forms for the Bursary are available at all Legion Branches, post-
secondary schools, online from the command website or by contacting Ontario
Command. Zones and Districts have a Bursary Chairman who can assist the student
with the application. The Command Bursary Secretary is also available for
assistunce. As it is the responsibility of each student to complete the application
correctly, it behooves himv/her to get the required help. All applications may be
submitted starting each September; however the deadline for applications is the last
Friday of March for the current academic year ending April 30™. Applications must
be sent 10 Ontario Command, Early submissions are strongly encouraged in order

to catch any errors or omissions,

The Ontario Command Bursary Program is one of the most generous bursary
programs in Ontario (if not in Canada). While the Ontario Command Bursary
awards are not large, many students find that they go along way towards buying the
books and materials needed for their respective courses. During the 2015-2016
academic year a total of S00 awards were made for an amount of $250,000 in the
Province of Ontario.

The Ontario Command Bursary Program is funded by donations from Branches and
Ladies" Auxiliaries and shows the Royal Canadian Legion's continuing commitment
to the youth of Ontario.
